As part

of our Customized Resource Services each woman is

assigned an ART (Avoid Recidivism Track)  Facilitator.

We believe that each woman is a Work Of ART whom

we encourage to grow intellectually, socially, emotional-

ly and spiritually.  Each work of ART and her ART facil-

itator (AF) identify the areas in her life that put her at

risk.  Along our Empowerment and Service Partners we

aide her in  re-integration. By helping them to become

self -sufficient, responsible and productive members of

the larger community we all win.  Our mission is guided

by the belief that many of the challenges facing our

community  can best be corrected when those who live

in the central city and urban communities assume

greater personal responsibility for

their quality of life.  Although all

of our services are provided free

of charge to the women we fully

expect them to work harder at

their advancement 

than we do. 

Vision 

Over 90% of women  incarcerated, re-offend at a
alarming rate of 95% within 2 (two) years. This is due
to lack of  resources, technical skills, life skills, motiva-
tion, and encouragement.  To help these women succeed
their self-esteem must be cultivated while helping them
cope with past mistakes that led them negative  life
choices.  Many were under the influence of drugs/alco-
hol at the time of their arrest. We will attempt to stop
this self destructive  behavior. By helping them make
right choices to turn her lives around.  It is our hope that
you catch our vision and partner with us.
